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Olivia Nicole Conlon was born 2 days ago, and I have now been given the awesome joy and responsibility of being a
grandma. I'm amazed as I look at her—amazed that all 8 pounds 6 ounces of her were somehow situated inside my
daughter’s tummy, amazed that this tiny little dark-haired, dark-eyed wonder will someday look to me to answer her
questions, to offer her guidance, and to give her the kind of love that only a grandparent can offer.

That doesn’t mean that children don’t get loved well by others—no question how important a parent’s love is...how
good it is to be cherished by an aunt or uncle, or by another family member or friend.

I'look forward to doing all of that. It is my joy and my responsibility.

The Rodeheaver Series for the
Performing Arts will present organist John Gouwens in
recital on Sunday, November 15, at 2:00pm, in the
sanctuary downtown.

John Gouwens has served as Organist and Carillonneur
of The Culver Academies in Culver, Indiana, since 1980. He
plays for Sunday religious services in the chapel and
presents recitals on both the pipe organ and the carillon, an
instrument comprised of pitched bells controlled by levers
and pedals. He teaches piano students at The Academies,
and teaches carillon and organ students on occasion as
well.

Originally from Fort Wayne, Gouwens studied organ
and carillon at Indiana University, the University of
Michigan, and the University of Kansas. He is active outside
of Culver as a recitalist (organ and carillon), composer, and
music editor, and currently serves as Dean of both the Saint
Joseph Valley and Fort Wayne chapters of the American
Guild of Organists.

Gouwens refers to our Goulding and Wood pipe organ,
with its two manuals and 40 ranks of pipes, as an
“American Classic,” meaning not specifically designed to
play one individual style of music, but more of a well
rounded, general-purpose organ that can adapt to many
different types of music. Therefore, his program will be
tailored to reflect this versatility and diversity, an approach
to programming at which Gouwens excels and has quite a
reputation for doing well.

For instance, the program will include an obscure set of
French variations on a Christmas tune by Pierre Camonin,
that Gouwens describes as "extensive, and almost theatrical
in its campiness - wonderful fun," and which he thinks is
particularly well suited to this organ.

Another portion of the program will include
improvisation on a hymn tune. Gouwens will ask the
audience to sing the hymn, so that it is “in their heads,” and
then he will begin to play around with it, letting it change
and develop in various ways very gradually and
spontaneously. Such audience-friendly repertoire is another
of his hallmarks.

The Rodeheaver Series for the Performing Arts was
established in 1990 to support and foster performing arts

and artists in a manner which brings glory to God. Named
for the Rodeheaver family, legendary for their development
and support of Christian music, and long-time members of
our congregation, the Rodeheaver Series has sponsored
over 50 concerts, recitals and theatrical presentations thus
far.

The Gouwens performance, as are all Rodeheaver Series
performances, is free of charge, and the public is
encouraged to attend. Please put this very special
opportunity to hear our wonderful pipe organ in all
its splendor on your calendar, and invite family, friends
and neighbors to attend with you!

11, 1979, was our first service in the “new” remodeled
sanctuary. Besides the usual 9:30 am. Service broadcast live
on WRSW, there was a memorial service at 2 p.m. for Miriam
L. Kutz. There were 125 in attendance at her memorial.
Pastor Ray E. Mills officiated, Mrs. Robert (Mary Elizabeth)
Loop played the piano, and Mrs. Herbert (Mabel) Eberhardt
assisted.

Miriam Kutz was born Sept. 5, 1896 in Las Vegas, New
Mexico, the daughter of John and Harriet (Long) Kutz. She
was educated in Warsaw schools and graduated from
George Washington University in Washington, D.C. She was
a War Librarian for several years there, but she returned to
Warsaw in 1933 to work with her mother in the Kutz Coal
Company. For 20 years she was a leader in the Women’s
Christian Temperance Union through which she worked
with the children of our county. She was described as an
active member of the church life at First church and as a
faithful follower of Jesus Christ. She died November 4,
1979.

ANGER MANAGEMENT: Part 1
Anger and Health

It is well documented that unmanaged
anger significantly affects the state of
your health. Blood pressure increases (heart disease),
hormone levels rise (diabetes) and immune system
(“adrenaline and cortisol may cause your immune system
to go into a holding pattern”) is affected when anger is
present in your life. When we realize our anger is out of
control, we often try to compensate, control, or manage it
by smoking a cigarette, having a drink (or 2 or 3) or to over
eat.

The stress of adrenaline being “dumped” into our
system takes its toll on our heart, lungs, digestive organs,
our brain as well as most of our body systems. Adrenaline
often motivates us to action, i.e., our “fight or flight”
mechanism. As long as this is managed in an appropriate
amount and in a positive direction it is healthy. When
anger is uncontrolled it can cause our bodies to have
greater stress, headaches, heart attacks, strokes,
stomachaches, depression, sleeplessness, “sleeping a lot
lately” and many other things.

Okay, so anger is unavoidable and present in
everybody’s life, how can we keep it from harming our
bodies? Remember Fred from my last article? What did he
do? He managed his anger by first recognizing that it was a
problem. Next, he redirected it (with a little bit of help).
Here are some ideas:

e Breathe deeply, from your diaphragm; breathing
from your chest won't relax you. Picture your
breath coming up from your "gut."

e Slowly repeat a calm word or phrase such as
"relax," "take it easy." Repeat it to yourself while
breathing deeply.

e Take a minute for yourself away from what is
making you angry, “Get out of Dodge”, or find a
quiet spot somewhere.

Hanging onto your anger is not healthy either. The
idea here is to redirect your anger in a useful way ... yes,
ice cream therapy works, but it is only useful for people
underweight and with low blood sugar; yes, it makes you
feel good, me too, but it can be lethal.

The next time your think/feel your anger is out of
control, notice your physical reactions. If it is just an
irritation, fine, just chill a bit. If you are “seeing red”,
maybe it’s time to focus on redirecting it in a positive
direction. Take a minute to ask the Lord to help you

with this problem; prayer always works when we truly give
it to the Lord.

God is faithful and we are connected to Him through our
faith and our prayers.
